Most of the field and laboratory evidence shows that glyphosate produces no 

reproductivechanges in test animals. It is unlikely that the compound would 

produce any reproductive effects in humans. 

In  a  teratology  study  with  rabbits,  the  maternal  NOEL  was  175  

mg/kg/day  and  nodevelopmental toxicity was observed in the fetuses at the 

highest dose tested (350 mg/kg/day). Rats given doses up to 3,500 mg/kg on days 

6 to 19 of pregnancy had offspring with no teratogenic effects, but other toxic 

effects were observed in both the mothers and the fetuses. No toxic effects to 

the fetuses occurred at 1,000 mg/kg/day. 

The compound does not cause mutations in microbes. The tests on eight different 

kinds of bacterial strains and on yeast cells were all negative. The compound 
poses little mutagenic risk to humans.
